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Homelessness is an increasing global issue that we are currently facing.  Pearson, Montgomery, and Locke (2009) define a homeless individual as a homelessness as “chronically homeless persons who have been living on the streets or in shelters for long periods of time” (p. 405).  These clients Individuals who are homeless (they are not all necessarily clients) often have an underlying issue that has contributed to their living situation.  Cite your source.  There are various homeless housing programs available to the different age groups that consistently refer their clients to other organizations for the services they need.  They require various assistance; such as housing, medical, dental, and counseling.  A quantitative needs assessment will help analyze what programs are being utilized by homeless clients to better assist their living conditions.

The most common issue with housing programs for homeless individuals is the lack of funding available to these organizations. Cite your source.  There are a selected few funding programs available by such as the government, but most programs are privately funded owned and these programs have different criteria for similar services. Cite your source.  Are you sure it is the case the most programs are privately funded?  Citing your source in insure credibility of the statement. Bridgeman (2003) noted that “funding for the non-profit project involved commitments from multiple constituencies – including all levels of government (municipal, provincial, and federal), social service agencies, as well as private business and organized labour” (p. 206).  This quotes suggests that programs are not privately funded.  (  These government funds have several Governmental funding sources set out specific criteria that agencies are required to meet for a housing program to receive funding. Van Leeuwen (2004) analyzed three housing programs in Colorado that differentiate the cost in placing a youth either in a corrections facilities compared to or assisting them off the streets.  It was costs “$53,655 to place a young person in youth corrections for one year and $53,527 for residential treatment,” where as the Urban Peak program for homeless youth and runaways cost the state roughly $5,400 (Van Leeuwen, 2004, p. 453).  Although Van Leeuwen (2004) considers the cost versus needs assessment of what the community should or should not support [Did Van Leeuwen claim that the community should or should not support a particular agenda?  If so, add more detail.  If not, you may wish to rephrase this sentence.], Bridgman (2003) studied the conflicts between personal preference of public-private partnerships (PPS) compared to and (?) governmental funding partnership.  What distinguishes a PPS and a governmental funding partnership?  Please define the difference.  PPS standards are established by their donors and often conflict with the overall program mission to provide services to homeless clients.  Each funding criteria varies among donors; such as “one-time partnerships, partnerships-on-paper, loose confederations, contractual complementarily, through to one-way advocacy and partnerships involving mutual transformation” (Bridgeman, 2003, p. 225).  I am not sure if the differing partnerships indicated in this quote are “funding criteria.”  Perhaps Bridgeman was talking about the various relationships between funders and agencies?  
Investors [Do you mean funders?  The term ‘investor’ implies a ‘return on investment’ such as in the stock market.]  need to consider the most reasonable solutions to resolving the homeless issues by utilizing the funding in the most cost effective manner.  Cite source. These investors rely on statistics and research that ensure their investing in the best programs available to their community. Cite source.  They [Who is they?] consider what the housing programs provide and what services they refer their clients to that will help assist them out of their homeless situation, along with as well as how that housing program has contributed to the community it serves.  Bridgeman (2003) focused on the longitudinal and qualitative study associated with Eva’s Phoenix in Toronto that provides “transitional housing as well as training and employment opportunities for 50 homeless youth” (p. 206).  One program that is a cross between PPS and governmental funding is the Housing First approach which “aims to move the most vulnerable homeless people directly to permanent housing without transitional placements” (Persons et. al., 2009, p. 405).  The housing first program replaced the client’s clients’ need to find stabilized stable housing and to seek other services they need for their underlying issues that contributed to their homeless situation.  What did Housing First replace and what did they replace it with?  “In 2003, Urban Peak helped more than 400 young people transition off the streets at a cost of approximately one-tenth that of incarceration or residential treatment” (Van Leeuwen, 2003, p. 466).  I encourage you to put this quote in context.  The Urban Peak has more than half of their clients remain off the streets after exciting their program. Cite source. Another successful community effort is in northeast Georgia, where the homeless housing program has expanded drastically from four shelters to over one hundred shelters over the years to accommodate homeless individuals yet there are more homeless individual than housing programs can assist (Glisson, Thyer, & Fischer, 2001).  Many of these clients were referred to public services, which were also either privately owned or supported by government funds to help stabilize their housing opportunity such as roughly one third of the Urban Peak clients are youth involved with child welfare services (Van Leeuwen, 2003, p. 466).  They rely heavily on the staffing of these housing program and their case managers refer them to other services.

Case workers Caseworkers (one word) are the primary bridge between clients and available services especially to homeless individuals; they are often seen as for the frontline of the battle against homelessness by being reliable support system for their clients (Dickey, 2000, p. 244).  Persons et al. (2009) noted that “Burt and Anderson (2005) found that homeless people with serious mental illness who have stable housing are more likely to stay enrolled in the program​​-that is, to stay engaged in mental health services” (p. 410).  “Of the 80 participants tracked over 12 months, 84% remained enrolled in the Housing First program for 1 year following program entry” (Persons et al., 2009, p. 404).  Either paraphrase or put this quote or situate it in a meaningful context.  Although case workers work with a variety of individuals, they often work with families.  United Kingdom authors, (not necessary) Anderson, Stuttaford, & Vostanis (2006) defines homeless families as “adults and children who are statutorily accepted by local authorities (housing departments) in the UK and who are usually accommodated for a brief period in voluntary agency, local authority or housing association hostels” (p. 119).  These UK clients rely on Family Support Services for dependent children and pregnancy concerns where each family member is assessed to evaluate what services will help better their lives.  Each client is required to endure in various assessments; such as “social, health, and educational needs” when first enrolled into the program (Anderson et al., 2006, p. 120).  
Dickey (2000) states that, “The number of homeless persons has grown by 40% over the last decade –a shocking realization at a time when the U.S. is the richest and most powerful country in the world, with economic growth sustained for the longest period of time in modern history and unemployment at its lowest” (Dickey, 2000, p. 242).  There has yet to be considerable resolution to housing programs for homeless youth that is effectively supportive by outside referral services to better their lifestyles.  Government and private investors are taking precaution as to what programs will be utilize their financial support.  A more elaborate needs assessment study needs to be performed to better analyze what services are best utilized by homeless housing programs to establish a stable housing situation for all homeless clients.

You have a good start to the Review of Literature section of your research proposal.  I have offered specific feedback in the body of your paper.  More generally, I encourage you to revisit the literature as you revise this section, to pull information that is most relevant to your research question. In the beginning of your paper you state that you will be conducting a needs assessment to analyze what programs individuals who are homeless utilize with the hope of better assisting individuals who are homeless.  Yet, you spent quite a lot of time in your paper, discussing various funding sources and funding partnerships in a way that does not really connect.  I also encourage you to review Marlow and the PowerPoint on writing a Review of Literature, and then strive to write your paper conceptually in a way that provides meaningful background information and informs the need for your proposed study.  When you revise, strive to weave related information through paraphrasing, rather than pulling quotes or ideas from differing literatures.
