My portfolio will showcase my work done through out the Human Service Program at Western Washington University (W.W.U).  It will highlight my understanding through samples of my assignments, experiences, and involvement within the human service field.  My portfolio will be an on going project that will allow me to organize my course work and experiences in order to showcase my accomplishments at graduation.

There are three different portfolios that I anticipate on accomplishing for graduation; showcase portfolio, course portfolio, and capstone portfolio.  The Student Guide to Capstone Portfolio (2009) notes “showcase portfolio is used when you want to demonstrate your best work and thinking as a student and professional” (p. 4).  “Course portfolio is related to a specific course and may be developed by students as an assignment or by instructors as part of their own scholarship of teaching and learning” as mentioned in the Student Guide to Capstone Portfolio (2009, p. 5).  My learning will be reflect in my showcase portfolio and course portfolio through a website featuring my best work done in the Human Service program and elaborating my accomplishments in my resume.  A capstone (also known as summative) portfolio “includes some of your work that was not your best in order to demonstrate progress” as noted in the Student Guide to Capstone Portfolio (2009, p. 4).  I will organize all my work into a capstone portfolio in a notebook(s) system featuring all my work done in the required courses of the Human Service Program.  Each portfolio type will feature my best work and how I have progressed as an individual through the Human Service Program at W.W.U.
I will be creating a two part portfolio; a website featuring my best work and a notebook containing all the work I have done in the Human Service Program.  Both of these organization systems will include my knowledge of the CSHSE National Standards for Baccalaureate Degree in Human Service, institutional and program outcomes, field experiences and training, and any membership to professional organizations.  As an assignment, I have started a Weebly account which is the bases of my website.  My website will portray the best work, including revised work, which my future employer may review of what I have learned.  It will be organized by tablets; essays related to CSHSE National Standards, essays related to institutional and program outcomes, evidence supporting my work, and involvement in professional organizations.  I will also include commonly used links I used in the Human Service Program at W.W.U., a link to the department website, and biography of who I am.  I will continuously update the website to only feature my best work so future employers can only sample what I am most proud to show off.  My notebook organization system will be more detailed and a less condensed version of the website.  I will feature all of my work done through out the program including the submitted version and the revised version of essays and projects.  I will have my work available in hard copy format, disc, or links to my website.  It will resemble a scrapbook style of pictures and written work to feature my journey.  Not like the website version, it will be organized in tablets categorized by the courses I have taken according to human service curriculum; conceptual framework for curriculum, skills, field experiences, and knowledge.  The finished the notebook(s) will have all my work and portray my journey throughout the program showcasing how I have enhanced my skills and knowledge to my client(s) benefit.
My portfolio will feature the work I have done in the Human Service Program at Western Washington University along with the work I have done outside of the program in my community.  I currently work with the Skagit Valley College (S.V.C) – Whidbey Island Student Organization and feel that that organization has influenced my passion to pursue a Baccalaureate in Human Service.  My website portfolio will feature some of the work I have done at S.V.C.; including training, coordinating events, advising, and creating a student manual.  My course work in the Human Service Program and accomplishments at Skagit Valley College will reflect the CSHSE National Standards by showcasing my progress towards becoming a human service professional.  My work in the CORE series and Introduction to Human Service will feature my knowledge of the history of human service and the systems that influence me and my client(s).  My indirect service skills will be enhanced through my coursework in applied research, agency management, and program planning.  My ethics and values skills will be reflected in the coursework done in interviewing, case management, diversity, and systems courses.  All of these artifacts from my human service course work and involvement at S.V.C  will showcase my knowledge and skills I have acquired in purse of becoming a human service professional.

My portfolio will be a continuous project that will be revised each quarter featuring the best of my coursework.  I will be backing up all assignments, writing a reflection of the quarter, and file them according to correct tablets in both the website and notebook organizational systems.
