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Abortion creates a moral conflict in which can be seen in two different ways; killing another human being and what we consider human. Pregnancy is a major life changing event in life and some are not prepared for this readjustment because of the sacrifices that will prohibit them from their personal goals.  “The majority of abortion today is not for medical reasons, but for personal, social, and economic reasons (DeGenova, 287).”  I had my son at an early age and abortion was one of the options, but my family strongly disagreed and supported my early entrance to parenthood.  My standpoint may be obscured by my personal choice to not support abortion because I feel that child has not done anything to deserve an early death, but the mother may not feel she is capable of being a mother.
Poverty does not define an individual’s standing, but how they cope with their lifestyle.  Our family would be considered part of the feminization of poverty because of how my mother’s income puts us below the poverty line and of our cultural background. “Culture certainly influences how families behave, but there is tremendous variation among families within any given culture (DeGenova, 252).” My mother has worked hard and sacrificed her chances of pursing higher education for her family to succeed. “For single mothers, poverty reduces their chances of completing school, decreases their opportunities for marriage, and increase the likelihood that they will need public assistance to feed and house their family (DeGenova, 241).”  My standpoint may be obscured by my personal struggle to see what obstacles others can not overcome to get out of poverty.
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
